Black Robes in the Dark Forest – soldiers of Christ; Jesuits converting Aboriginals
A Holy City in the Wilderness – Marie and other nuns go to New France and are 1st women missionaries in Quebec.  Society of Notre Dame (Montreal Associates) establish a colony in Montreal. 
A Death of a Nation – French bring diseases to the Huron and ½ die.  They blame the Jesuits.  Iroquois attack and 1000 survive
Great Expectations – 15 years the Iroquois attack New France.  1 year the fur trade stops and poverty sets in.  France helps and wages war vs. Iroquois (1200 soldiers).  Royal Colony under Louis XIV.  French soldiers search fro Iroquois in Jan and 400 die.  There were no battles = disaster.  Another group attacks the Iroquois in Autumn.  No Battles, but they burned everything.  20 year peace treaty signed.  Estates and land offered to soldiers.
