	Canadian History 11


 

 

Canadian History 11 addresses both a chronological and thematic approach through the study of continuing and persistent questions in the history of Canada. This course will investigate the history of Canada from its founding by the native population through to the present time. Students will analyze diverse themes in Canadian history - globalization, development, governance, sovereignty, and justice. Students will examine the influence of selected individuals and groups, as well as of particular innovations, and will develop skills of historical inquiry, organization, analysis, and communication.
Course Outcomes- Students will be expected to:
 identify and describe the continuing/ persistent questions that have deep roots in Canada’s history
 identify those individuals, events and or symbols that they believe have contributed to the development of Canada and explain their historical significance
 engage in specific research using the historical method and communicate the findings of their research effectively

What has been Canada's place in the community if nations, and what should Canada's role be?

         identify traditional and emerging theories regarding human origins in the Americas
         analyze the changes in aboriginal societies as a result of colonization

         roles of New France in Acadia 

         impact of migration and settlement patterns

         describe Canada’s military roles in WWI

         impact of war and how it was a catalyst for societal change in Canada

         controversial decisions involving Canadians during WWI

         study various military roles and contributions Canada made during WWII

         explore the impact of the wars on Canada’s evolution to nationhood

         controversial decisions involving Canadians during WWII

         Canada’s role regarding Japanese internment and the Holocaust

         explore Canada’s roles in global issues of the late 20th century

         Canada’s  roles in peacekeeping and emerging relationships

         a number of assignments that may include:  textbook questions, opinion papers, jigsaw activities, analysis of political cartoons, interpreting primary documents, analyzing war speeches and war propaganda posters, process essay on WWII

How has the Canadian economy evolved in an attempt to meet the needs and wants of all Canada's peoples?

         outline the components and aims of the National Policy
         discuss the differences between the heartland and hinterlands

         explain why Central Canada became the heartland of Canada’s new industrial economy

         study the effects of the National Policy on the hinterlands

         explore the impact of industrialization on Canada’s working class

         explore why free trade was and still is a major issue in Canada

         discuss how the Great Depression and WWII changed economic and social life as well as the role of government in Canada

         critique why free trade emerged again as a major issue in the 1980’s

         describe the impact of trade linkages on Canada

explore the issue of sustainable development in Canada 

          tests and quizzes for this unit will be based on chapter readings and supplementary reading materials
        a number of assignments that may include:  textbook questions, opinion papers, ongoing log of economic activities in Canada, a “what if” history paper on the National Policy, visual creation for the National Policy, position paper on the heartland-hinterland model, class debate on free trade, assess environmental issues in Canada by writing a group reflection

3.  Governance

How governments in Canada, past and present, been reflective of Canadian society?

         explain the effect of British policy in BNA as a result of the conquest of Quebec and the arrival of the Loyalists
        explore the political and economic developments of the 1850’s and 1860’s that created a need for political change in Canada

        critically examine who was and was not empowered in the political process that created Confederation

        examine the new governance structure for Canada (BNA Act)

        study the roles played by regionalism, economics, and empowerment in the creation of third parties

        explore the political spectrum

        research past and present protest parties, their philosophies and leaders

        discuss various ways Canadians can be and have been politically active outside the party system

        compare the BNA Act of 1867 with the Canada Act of 1982

study various perspectives regarding issues of constitutional reform such as division of powers and the amending formula

         tests and quizzes for this unit will be based on chapter readings, supplementary reading material, and class discussions
        a number of assignments that may include:

textbook questions, visual organizer to explain Confederation, class debate on Confederation, creation on a new third party (group work), writing a letter to the Prime Minister outlining a constitutional reform, political cartoon analysis, and analysis of the accords

4.  Sovereignty

How have struggles for sovereignty define Canada and how do they continue to define Canada? 

        understand the concept of sovereignty by discussing economic, cultural and political perspectives

        examine the struggles of selected provinces for increased economic sovereignty

        discuss the struggle of Acadian people for cultural sovereignty 

        discuss the struggles of the Metis for political sovereignty (Louis Riel)

        assess the strategies used by various First Nations in their current struggle for sovereignty

        study the historical and contemporary factors that promoted the growth of Quebec nationalism

        explore the strategies and policies developed by Quebec to maintain and expand sovereignty

        identify and explain the responses of the federal government to the sovereignty movement in Quebec

identify and explain the economic and political factors challenging Canadian sovereignty

        tests and quizzes for this unit based on chapter readings, supplementary reading materials, and article analysis

        a number of assignments that may include:  textbook questions, sovereignty research sheet, positive and negative consequences of separation sheet, news report summary paper, position paper on sovereignty and nationalist perspectives, graphic organizer on Canada’s sovereignty

research reflections on Quebec nationalism and the second Referendum, 1995

5.  Justice

How has Canada struggled for a just and fair society?

         discuss the cultural relationships with place and the motivating factors behind displacement
        describe the causes and effects of displacement on various Canadian examples such as the Acadians, Japanese Canadians, Africville, Red River Metis, Newfoundland outports, Maroons

        identify and describe various historical and contemporary examples of political and economic inequities

        describe selected responses to political and economic inequities and the concept of the poverty cycle

        identify barriers to economic and political opportunity in today’s society

        recognize and explain opposing views of collective and individual rights

        discuss the Charter of Rights and Freedoms

understand the impact of prejudice and discrimination on different groups of Canadians

         tests and quizzes for this unit will be based on chapter readings, supplementary reading materials, and class discussions
        a number of assignments that may include:  textbook questions, reflective paragraph on displacement, comparison sheet on displaced groups, creation of a political cartoon showing relationship between economic and political inequity, interpretation paper on the Charter of Rights and Freedoms
