The Cold War Begins: Analysing Primary Sources

Outcomes: demonstrate an understanding of the factors contributing to the start of the Cold War and critically examine varied perspectives. 

In our study of the causes of the Cold War, it is important to understand the experiences and voices of those involved in the events contributing to this conflict. In order to accomplish this goal, you will analyse a firsthand account of the Battle of Stalingrad, which heightened the Soviet sense of betrayal by the Allies, and a memory of young girl living in Berlin Germany as WWII ended and the Cold War began.
